MAINTENANCE FEES DISCOUNT DEAL – THE FACTS

Some of you will be aware that a deal to end the stand-off between payers and non-payers was agreed by Haven Management on 16.10.10   Tony Logan, arranged a meeting with Mustafa, Ivan, John Ward and Keith Rogers to which Sandra Laine, Teresa Burden, Sheila Rigby had been invited a few days prior.  Mustafa had informed the Chair, in the presence of another owner, a couple of days earlier, that he had worked out (in percentage terms) a figure which Ivan would accept in order to avoid protracted and expensive legal action and that, over the period, without discounts (given to people who pay in advance), this amounted to only £80 per person.  The Chair was, therefore, under the illusion that this was going to form the basis of an agreement. 

Unfortunately, at the meeting it soon became clear that a unilateral agreement had been reached giving non-payers, some of whom chose to live on a building site since September 2006, a discount of £400 [instead of £80].  In this respect Tony acted independently and without CVOA’s knowledge and the Chair made it absolutely clear that this was a Haven decision that CVOA would not and could not support.

A meeting had been arranged on 22.10.10 to cover topics raised at the AGM. Present were Sheila Rigby (Site Secretary), Sandra Laine (Chair), Mustafa and Ivan.  Our Site Secretary pointed out that it had become apparent that the discount was now £800 (instead of £400), ie they would pay from June 2008 to October 2011.

Needless to say many owners who had paid in full, despite spending short periods in Chelsey Village were justifiably angry when hearing from a non-payer about this deal and complained to the Chair personally while she was in Chelsey Village.  Some declared that they would not pay for 2011 as they were being penalised for being responsible.

 As soon as Mike Woodall, (Secretary) and Sandra Laine were fully aware of this agreement they each made urgent representations to Haven and Yigor to express concern and opposition to the arrangement.   

Ivan told Mustafa that he would have to rectify his mistake but, at present, John Ward has not returned his receipt for £800 as payment for the period June 2008 to October 2011.  It appears that this was a clerical mistake by Mustafa who has now been advised to issue an amended receipt from the period from June 2008 to December 2010.  None of the others have made any payment even though Haven has agreed to give them a generous discount of £400 ie a payment of £800, instead of £1200, for the 30 month period.  Mustafa is optimistic that they will pay after Bayram. 

Unfortunately the fiasco is still unresolved. 

Tony Logan offered his resignation to the Chair on 26.10.10 (but shortly after wanted to rescind his decision).  The chair accepted his resignation and sent him an email suggesting that a simple notice was put on the website “that he had resigned for personal reasons”, rather than printing this whole sorry saga and be seen to be washing dirty linen in public.  

Tony did not respond to this suggestion but, following publication of his resignation, he wrote directly to all members on 4.11.10, blaming our Chair for his decision to resign, hence this lengthy notification.  To date he has not responded to a written request to return CVOA documents in his possession.

On 4.11.10 Tony Logan wrote: “Dear All, I am sorry to tell you after the AGM in October where I was voted in as Vice Chair, I found my position was peremptory with the current chair, (Not for the reasons given on the web site.) Therefore I tendered my resignation.  Thank you for you’re kind support.  Kind Regards”
